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� Following a 1,000% increase in the real price of go ld during the seventies the mining 
industry responded by bringing new supply on stream  to capture the large profit margin 
implicit in the new price

� New extraction technologies such as heap leaching, by-product recovery and exploration 
methodology helped with the development of new mine  supply

� Because mine development involves a 5-10 year devel opment cycle there was a lagged 
supply response to the new high price

� From 1980 through 2008 the mining industry added 1. 9 billion ounces to the existing 3.2 
billion ounce above ground stock, boosting the tota l gold stock 60% to 5.1 billion ounces

� Central bank liquidation has added to the supply, p articularly through the gold carry trade 
from 1996-2002 while the US dollar established its supremacy as the world’s reserve 
currency and gold became an inverse proxy for the d ollar

� New mined gold supply has been declining during the  past five years as the cost structure 
rises and the “in the money” ounces in the ground dep lete

� The Bush administration’s Project for a New America n Century ran aground through 
policies that drew down & dispersed accummulated wea lth 

� Investment demand as a long term hedge on a changin g world is now rising and has 
pushed the price of gold beyond its inflation adjus ted $1,009 mark

� With no successor to the US dollar as a reserve cur rency, central banks switching from net 
liquidation  to net accumulation, and with the help  of a dollar carry trade made possible by 
a low interest rate policy necessitated by the fina ncial crisis, gold is set to increase against 
all currencies, spiking to a dramatic new real high  before settling back to a new long term 
reality.

� A new cycle of gold supply mobilization that will do uble the gold stock over the next 20 
years and be very profitable for investors during t he initial stages is starting

� Price discovery through futures commodity markets b ecomes chaotic

� Cost structure in so far that self-sufficiency with in a closed system

Critical & Strategic MetalsCritical & Strategic Metals
� Chinese trend is for state controlled entities to m ake investments in raw material 

supply around the world which often go hand in hand  with parallel infrastructure 
investments and which are guided by long term secur ity of supply rather than 
profit goals

� Free markets in which metals go to the highest bidd er will become thinner and 
less reliable for just-in-time procurement strategi es

� Mainstream mining companies are unlikely to invest in primary specialty metal 
mines such as rare earth deposits, and will at most  add circuits to recover them 
as by-product metals from existing base metal mines

� Volatility in currency exchange rates and energy co sts rule out long term price 
based contracts while lack of transparency and poor  price discovery 
mechanisms make spot market pricing unreliable

� End users with large downstream markets at stake wi ll need to make upstream 
equity and/or debt investments in resource juniors which raise risk capital to 
acquire and advance specialty metal deposits

� Rare earth producers will either need to be owned a nd operated by a consortium 
of downstream users, or the producers will need to own downstream operations 
which add value to the mined raw materials

� Profits will reside in the downstream products for which metals are a critical but 
incremental input, not in the margin between mining  cost and market price
